We have begun coding this month of November! Students
were introduced to our little friend, Evo! Evo is an Ozobot.
What is the purpose of an Ozobot?

Ozobots can identify lines, colors, and codes on both digital
surfaces, such as an iPad, and physical surfaces, such as paper.
Students spent time exploring different codes to program
their own Evo Ozobot. This week we also programmed our
"Turkey" Ozobots to run a turkey trot... It was challenging to
know what codes to program to keep those bots out of the
obstacles that potentially could get in the way of the success
of their race!

We will continue to learn more about coding next week in the
lab!
