5t grade students are preparing for middle school by doing some “ensemble work”. Practicing in
sections, playing different parts with different notes and different timing.

For this activity, they are playing Boomwackers. If you are not familiar with Boomwackers, they
are plastic pipes of different lengths which play different pitches based on their length. Each
Boomwacker therefore has a different note in a scale. As a percussion instrument, Boomwackers
can be struck on the floor, a hard surface or on a knee or shoe to create a pitched percussion
sound.

Here are a couple of cool videos created by an ensemble group at Harvard University. You and
your family will likely recognize these popular tunes played in a unique arrangement on Boom-
Wackers.
